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What is Paraphrasing?

A paraphrase is restatement (in your own words) of the ideas in the original.
Good paraphrasing can demonstrate that you have understood the text you
have read and can avoid plagiarizing.

The most common strategy used to accomplish Paraphrasing
involves replacing words in the source with synonyms and
perhaps changing the grammar.

« Find important points

* Find important relationships

« Find linking phrases and expression

- Find verbs that might establish other relationships

speech (noun to verbs, for instance)
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How to do the Paraphrasing

Important Points

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How to do the Paraphrasing

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Example of Paraphrasing

Nondriving-related devices, such as car stereos, mobile phones, and, more recently,
navigation systems, divert drivers’ attention increasingly more away from the primary
sources of information necessary for safe operation of the vehicles: the road and other road
users.

Example 1 - Safe driving practices may be compromised due to the presence of technology
in cars that is not directly related to vehicle operation including cell phones, music players,
and GPS.

Example 2 - Drivers today may fail to concentrate on the road and other drivers due to the
presence of technology such as cell phones, music players, GPS, and other technology that
is unrelated to driving.
